Next Steps:

Scope of Work:
Remove existing roof tiles, coordinate quantity of replacements

Rebuild wood frame for “roof”

Apply Flashing

Replace Roofing tile with like kind and reinstall
Repair and restucco

Repaint based upon study

Under separate SOW PU will replace existing street lights with globes and reinstall
conduit.
